Winterport/Frankfort Kindergarten/ Pre-K Registration Smith School

Leroy H. Smith School in Winterport will hold kindergarten registration on Tuesday, February 13,
2024. Registration will be held from 12:00 - 4:00 PM. Due to limited spacing, children do not need
to be present for registration. Students must be five years old on or before October 15, 2024 to
attend Kindergarten or and four years old on or before October 15, 2024 to attend Pre-K and be a
legal resident of Winterport or Frankfort. Please bring the student’s certificate of vital record
(hospital birth certificate is no longer acceptable), 2 proofs of residency, immunization records,
and a recent photograph with you to registration. You may contact Debbie at the Smith School at
223-4282 with any questions that you may have.

Healthy and Safe Food in Classrooms
Due to concerns about food allergies, diabetes, childhood obesity, and other food-related health
issues, RSU 22 has updated our Wellness and School Nutrition policies. In order to help keep our
children safe and healthy, the following guidelines have been developed for classroom
celebrations:
